Of milk is linked to improved bone health, especially in Children ahd adolesCents. Choosing
fat-free or |ow-fat milk provides the same nutrients with less solid fat ahd fewer Calories
thah whole milk. These hutrients are hecessary to ensure proper growth, development, ahd

bone mass formation.

SMP helps to establish the important habit of drinking milk in young children, as those
who consume milk at an early age are more likely t0 do SO as adults.
