2. Design a detention basin on the individual lot(s) proposed for construction in

accordance with the Standard for Detention Basin (13-1); or

. Redesign/reconstruct the existing basin to incorporate the peak reduction(s) for
the subject lot(s) and account for the peak flows from the existing parcel(s) and
build-out condition of undeveloped lots in the analysis.
