Barrier Free Subcode

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.1
Applicability

The provisons of this subchapter shdl apply to dl buildings, including their associated sites and
facilities, and portions thereof, unless exempted by this subchapter. This subchapter shal be
interpreted to require access for people with disabilities, including, but not limited to, occupants,
employees, consumers, sudents, spectators, participants, or visitors.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.2
Accessibility standard

(& The Internationa Code Council/American Nationd Standards Institute standard (ICC/ANS))
A117.1-1998, entitled "Accessible and Usable Buildings and Facilities" is adopted by reference
with modification as the technical design standard for accessible congtruction.

1. Copies of ICC/ANSI A117.1-1998 may be obtained from ANS| at 11 West 42nd Strest,
New York, New Y ork 10036.

(b) Dimensions and congtructions specifications for Stes, buildings and structures required by
this subchapter to be ble shal comply with ICC/ANSI A117.1-1998, modified as follows:

1. In section 101.1, delete exceptions 2 and 3, which apply to Type B dwelling units,

2. In section 106.5, delete the definition of "Adminigtrative Authority”;

3. Delete Chapter 2, "Scoping™;

4. In Sections 308.2.2, entitled "Forward Reach: Obstructed High Reach,” and 308.3.2,
entitled "Side Reach: Obstructed High Reach,” add the following language at the end of each
section: "Exception: The maximum height and depth of the obstruction shal not apply to kitchen
countersin dwelling units"

5. In section 405.2, del ete the exception and Table 405.2, which gives the dope of aramp for
an exiding building;

6. Delete the Exception to section 505.6, entitled "Handrails, Gripping Surface.”

7. Delete section 507, entitled "Bus Pads';

8. Section 702, entitled "Alarms," shall be deleted in its entirety.

9. Section 804.4, entitled "Work surface," shal be deleted in its entirety.

10. Sections 804.5, entitled "Sink," and 804.6, entitled "Kitchen storage,” shdl be amended
to sate that "Clear floor space complying with Section 305 shall be provided.”

11. Section 804.7, entitled "Appliances,”" shal be amended to read asfollows, "Where
provided, kitchen appliances shall comply with Section 804.7.1, entitled "Clear Floor Spaces.”

12. Sections 804.7.2, entitled "Operating Controls,” 804.7.3, entitled "Dishwasher,” 804.7 .4,
entitled "Range or Cooktop,” 804.7.5, entitled "Oven," and 804.7.6, entitled
"Refrigerator/Freezer,” shdl be deleted in their entirety.

13. In Section 1002.3, Exception 3, the exceptions are amended to read asfollows

i. Exception 1. Exterior spaces.
ii. Exception 2. Attics and basements.

14. At Section 1002.9, entitled "Operable Parts," Exception 2 shdl be deeted inits entirety.

15. Section 1002.11 is amended as follows: Toilets and bathing facilities shal be required to
comply with Sections 1002.11.1 through 1002.11.7.

16. Section 1002.13, entitled "Windows," shdl be an adaptable feature;

17. Section 1002.11.4, entitled "Mirrors," shal be an adaptable feature;
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18. Amend section 1002.12.3.2 as follows. "EXCEPTION: A counter that is adjustable or
replaceable as a unit to provide awork surface at heights between 29 inches minimum and 36
inches maximum'*; and

19. Delete Chapter 10, section 1003, entitled "Type B Dweling Units" in its entirety.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.3
Exceptions

(8 Thefollowing nonresdentid buildings or structures or portions thereof shal not be required
to comply with the provisons of this subchapter.

1. Temporary structures, sites and equipment directly associated with the congtruction
process, such as congdruction Stetrallers, bridging, or materia hoists shdl be exempt from the
provisons of this subchapter;

i. Exception: Congruction Site trailers used as sdes offices shal be accessible,

2. Areas of buildings or structures where work cannot reasonably be performed by persons
having a severe imparment (sight, mobility or hearing) shal not be required to comply with the
specific provisons of this subchapter that provide bility to such persons,

i. Such areas include, but are not limited to, observation gdleries used primarily for
security purposes, non-occupiable spaces accessed only by ladders, catwalks, crawl spaces, or
very narrow passageway’s, including eevator pits, eevator penthouses, piping, or equipment
cawalks, and

3. Unclassfied accessory buildings or structures of Use Group U shdl be exempt from the
provisons of this subchapter, except as follows:

i. Inagricultura buildings, areas used for employment, such as, but not limited to, offices
or areas used for packing, sorting, or grading products, as well as areas open to the generd public
shdl be accessible.

(b) Thefollowing resdentid buildings or structures shal not be required to comply with the
provisgons of this subchapter:

1. Townhouses,

i. For the purposes of gpplying this exemption, atownhouse shdl be asingle dwelling
unit with two or more stories of dwelling space, exclusive of basement or attic, where each
dwelling unit extends from foundation to roof. The dwelling unit shal have an independent
entrance that shal serve one dwdling unit only at or near grade; mogt or dl of the desping
rooms shall be on one story; and most or al of the remaining habitable space, such as kitchen,
living, and dining areas, shdl be on another ory; or

2. Buildings of Group R-2, R-3, R-4, or R-5 with one, two, or three dwelling unitsin asingle
dructure;

i. For the purposes of determining the number of dwelling unitsin asingle structure,
firewdls or partywdls shdl not condtitute separate buildings.

(¢) Regardless of whether individud resdentia structures or dwelling units on a Site are required
to be accessible, al common use facilities, including, but not limited to, recreationd facilities,
laundry areas, mail boxes, meeting rooms, and club houses, provided within the building or on
the ste must comply with the provisons of this subchapter.

N.J.A.C.5:23-74
Nonresdential buildings and buildings of Use Group R-1
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(& Nonresdentid buildings, and buildings of Use Group R-1, shal provide accessbility as
follows

1. Smal buildings, defined as those with atotal gross enclosed floor area of less than 10,000
square feet, shdl be required to have at least one accessible entrance on the ground (or first) floor
and accessble interior building festures on dl floors. Smdl buildings shal not be required to
have elevator(s) to provide avertical ble route between floors.

I. Regardless of the totd square footage of the building, buildings that are three or more
gtories with any floor of 3,000 square feet or more shdl be required to have eevator(s) to
provide avertical ble route between floors;

ii. Regardless of the square footage of the buildings or floors, buildings of two or more
storiesthat are owned and occupied by public entities shall provide a vertica accessible route
between floors;

iii. Regardiess of the square footage of the buildings or floors, buildings of two or more
stories that house public trandt stations or airport passenger terminds shdl provide avertica
accessible route between floors;

iv. Regardless of the square footage of the buildings or floors, buildings of two or more
stories that house the professond offices of hedth care providers shdl provide avertica
accessible route between floors, and

V. Regardless of the square footage of the buildings or floors, buildings of two or more
gtories that house shopping centers or shopping malls shal provide a vertica ble route
between floors.

(2) For the purposes of gpplying this requirement, a shopping center or shopping mal
shdl mean abuilding or a series of buildings on a common site, under common ownership or
control, or developed as one project or as a series of related projects housing five or more saes
or rental establishments.

2. Large buildings, defined as those with atotal gross enclosed floor area of 10,000 square
feet or more, shdl provide the accessible building features required of smal buildingsin ()1
above. In addition, large buildings shdl be required to have eevator(s) to provide a vertica
accessible route between floors.

3. For the purposes of applying these provisions, buildings separated by firewalls with
penetrations intended for human passage shdl not congtitute separate buildings.

4. Except as provided in (8)1 above, floors or mezzanines of less than 3,000 square feet shdl
not be required to be served by an eevator, but shal otherwise meet the requirements of this
subchapter.

i. Where facilities for employees, including rest rooms, lunch rooms, and lockers, and
public fadlities, including rest rooms and drinking fountains, are provided on the floor or
mezzanine, and where there isno verticd ble route, the facilities provided on the floor or
mezzanine must aso be provided on the accessible leve.

ii. A limited use limited application elevator that complies with ANSI/ASME A17.1b-
1995, Part 25 may be used to provide a vertical accessible route to the floor or mezzanine
provided that the travel distance of the device does not exceed 25 feet.

5. Thefollowing provisons shal apply to a nonresidential building required to be accessible,
whether alarge building or asmdl building:

i. An accessible route available to the generd public shal not pass through kitchens,
storage rooms, or Smilar spaces.
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ii. In buildings, facilities, or portions thereof that primarily serve children, variaions shal
not be required to adjust accessble dimensions to make building features suitable for children.
(1) However, in such buildings, accessible facilities that comply with the provisions
of this subchapter for use by adults shal be provided.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.5
Residential buildings other than Group R-1

(8 Buildings of Group R-2, R-3 or R-5 with four or more dwdlling unitsin a sngle structure
shdl comply with the provisons of this subchapter.

1. For the purposes of applying this subsection, firewal separations shadl not designate
separae buildings within asingle structure.

2. When being gpplied to a dwdling unit, the terms "accessble’ and "adgptable” shdl be
interchangeable and shal mean that the dwelling unit has an accessible entrance; an accessible
interior route into and throughout the dwelling unit, including maneuvering space a doors, and
required clear floor spaces and reach rangesin al rooms. The dwelling unit shall have either the
adaptable features specified in (d) below in the kitchen and bathroom or afully accessble
kitchen and bathroom as provided in the ICC ANSI A117.1-98 standard.

3. All common use fadilities, including, but not limited to, recrestiond facilities, laundry
areas, mail boxes, meeting rooms, and club houses, provided within the building or on the Ste
must comply with the provisons of this subchapter.

(b) Except as provided at N.JA.C. 5:23-7.3(b), dl dwdling unitsin eevator-serviced buldings
shdl comply with the provisons of this subchapter.

1. In an devator-sarviced building, whether a dwdling unit is sngle story or multi-story, the
entry leve of each dwelling unit shdl have an accessible entrance, an accessble route into and
throughout the entry leve of the dwelling unit, an adaptable kitchen, and one adaptable toilet and
bathing facility on the accessible route.

i. Aninterior vertica accessble route shdl not be required within a multi-story dweling
unit.
(©) In abuilding without elevator service, each ground floor dwelling shdl be required to have an
accessible entrance, ble route into and throughout the entry level of the dwelling unit, an
adaptable kitchen, and one adaptable toilet and bathing facility on the accessible route.

1. For the purpose of gpplying this requirement, the ground floor shall mean, in abuilding
containing dwelling units, the firgt floor with a dwelling unit or portion of adwelling unit,
regardless of whether that floor is at grade. A building may have more than one ground floor.

2. In abuilding without devator service and with a building entrance that serves more than
one dwelling unit or that does not meet any of the exemptions provided at N.JA.C. 5:23-7.3(b),
al multigory dwdling units with aground floor entrance shal be ble as provided in (b)
above.

(d) In addition to the adaptable features in ICC/ANSI A117.1, the following building featuresin
adwelling unit may aso be considered adaptable:

1. The threshold for a shower compartment (ICC/ANSI A117.1, Section 608.7) may be
adaptable as long as the shower threshold can be made accessible with minima expense and
effort.

2. Themirror height (ICC/ANSI A117.1, Section 1002.11.4) may be adaptable aslong as
adjugting the mirror can be accomplished with minima expense and effort.
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3. Kitchen cabinets mounted above the kitchen counters (ICC/ANSI A117.1, Section
1002.14) may be mounted a a standard height as long as remounting the kitchen cabinets can be
accomplished with minimal expense and effort.

4. Windows (ICC/ANSI A117.1, Section 1002.13) shdl be an adaptable feature.

(€) In an accessible dwelling unit, an accessible route shal be permitted to pass through the
kitchen.

(f) Assigted living facilities thet are licensed by the Department of Hedlth and Senior Services
shdl be Group I-2 for the purposes of compliance with the building subcode, fire protection
subcode and compliance with the other subcodes of the Uniform Construction Code shall be
Group R-2 for the purposes of bility as provided a N.JA.C. 5:23-7.10.

(9) In each dormitory that is owned and operated by an educationa facility, five percent or
fraction thereof (rounded to the next higher whole number) of the deegping rooms or suites shdl
be accessible. Accessible rooms or suites shdl be dispersed and shdl be provided throughout al
types of rooms. When determining the dispersa of ble dormitory rooms or suites, factors
to be congdered shdl include location, dwelling unit type, room size, amenities provided, and
number of beds provided. The remainder of the degping rooms or suites shall be adaptable as
provided at N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.5(b) for elevator serviced buildingsand at N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.5(c) for
buildings without an eevator.

1. Each toilet and bathing facility serving an accessble room shal comply with N.JA.C.
5:23-7.11(a).

2. Each toilet and bathing facility serving an adaptable room shal comply with N.JA.C.
5:23-7.5.

3. All common use fadilities, including, but not limited to, toilet facilities, bathing facilities,
laundry areas, mailboxes, meeting rooms, and recreation rooms, shall be accessible.

(h) When any dwelling unit, regardiess of whether it is exempt from the provisons of this
subchapter, includes aB use or an M use, any portion used for the B use or M use shdl comply
with the provisions of this subchapter.

1. Thisshdl include, but not be limited to, parking, Sdewalk, entrance, hdlway, and those
portions of the dwelling unit, interior or exterior, available to or used by customers or clients,
incdluding toilet facilities

N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.6
Exterior accessibleroute

(8 Every dte containing one or more buildings required by this subchapter to be accessible shdll
have at least one accessible route which shdl provide access to and between buildings and
facilities on the same Site that are dso required to be ble.

1. Exterior ble routes may include parking access aides, curb ramps, walks, or ramps.

2. Where the natura and undeveloped contour of the land exceeds the dope required for an
accessble route and it is technically infeasible to dter the land contour, a vehicular route may be
provided as an aternate ble route.

3. An accessible route within asite shdl be provided from public transportation stops,
accessible parking and accessible passenger loading zones, and public streets or sdewalks to the
building entrance served.

4. Entrances to buildings or spaces in buildings that are not required to be accessible shal not
be required to be on an accessible route.
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5. Unlessit isthe only building entrance, aloading or service entrance shdl not be required
to be on an accessible route,

N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.7
Accessible building entrances

(& For buildings or structures required by this subchapter to be accessible, at least 50 percent of
the entrances, but not fewer than one entrance, shdl be ble and shall comply with the
provisons of this subchapter. The primary entrance(s) used by the generd public shall be
accessble.

1. Where abuilding or facility has separate entrances that serve such functions as ble
parking facilities, passenger loading zones, taxi stands, public streets and sdewalks, or
accessible interior vertical access, a least one entrance serving each such function shdl be
accessble.

2. At least one accessible entrance shadl serve each separate tenancy or function within a
building or fadility.

3. Unlessit isthe only building entrance, aloading or service entrance shal not be required
to be accessible.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.8
Interior accessibleroutes

(& Aninterior accessible route shal connect al portions of buildings required by this subchapter
to be accessible.
1. Aninterior accessible route may include corridors, floors, ramps, eevators, and clear floor

space at fixtures.
(b) Platform lifts shal not be part of an accessible route in new congtruction, except in specia
areas permitted below:

1. To provide aline of sght while complying with dispersal requirements for buildings and
portions of buildings of Use Growp A;

2. To provide access to a performing area; or

3. To provide access to incidenta occupiable spaces, such as, but not limited to, a projection
booth or equipment control room that is not open to the genera public and has not more than five
occupants.
(c) Wherefloor levels are required to be connected by an accessible route and an interior vertica
route is provided between levels, the vertica interior route shdl be accessible.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.9
Accessible parking

(& Two percent of the parking spaces that serve occupanciesin buildings of Group R-2, R-3, R-
4, or R-5 that contain accessible dwelling units shdl be accessible.

1. Where parking is provided within or beneath a building, accessible parking spaces shdl
aso be provided within or beneath the building.

2. Where additiona parking spaces or parking lot(s) are provided for visitors, the number of
required accessible parking spaces shal comply with the table below.
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(b) Ten percent of the parking spaces provided for medical outpatient facilities shal be
accessible.

1. Exception: Twenty percent of the parking spaces provided for medica facilities that
gpecidize in the treatment of or services for persons with mobility impairment shdl be
accessible.

(c) For dl other use groups, accessible parking spaces shal comply with the table below:

(d) For every eight accessible parking spaces, or fraction thereof, at least one shal be avan
accessible parking space.
(e) Accessible parking spaces shall be the closest parking spaces on the shortest ble route
to an accessible building entrance.

1. For buildings with multiple accessible entrances, accessible parking spaces shdl be
dispersed and shall be located near each of the accessible building entrances.
(f) Where accessible parking spaces are provided in parking facilities that do not serve a
particular building, accessible parking spaces shall be located on the shortest accessible route to
an accessible entrance to the parking facility.

1. In multi-level parking structures, vanaccessible parking spaces may be clustered on one
leve.
(9) Each accessible parking space shall be marked with an R7-8 sign from the Manud of
Uniform Traffic Control Devices and shdl digplay the internationd symbol of accessibility.
Beneeth the R7-8 sgn, each accessible parking space shal aso be marked with an R7-8P sign,

asrequired by N.J.S.A. 39:4-198, containing the fallowing language:

1. The bottom of the R7-8 sgn shdl be mounted approximately 60 inches above the parking
lot or sdewak surface when the Sign is pardlée to the Sdewak and approximately 72 inches
above the parking lot or sdewak surface when the sign is perpendicular to the sdewalk.

2. The R7-8 9gn shall be centered and mounted at the head of each parking space.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.10
Requirements applicable to specific nonresidential Groups and Group R-1
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(@ Occupancies of Use Group A shall be accessible asfollows:

1. Where services and facilities are provided in areas that are not required to be accessible,
the same services and facilities shal be provided in an accessible area and shall be accessible,

2. Indining areas of occupancies of Use Groups A-2 and A-3, the totd floor area dlotted for
seating and tables shall be accessible, except asfollows:

i. Where fixed or built-in seats and tables are provided, at least five percent, but not fewer
than one, of the seats and tables shall be ble. Where more than one accessible seat and
tableis provided, they shall be dispersed.

ii. In buildings without elevators, an accessible route to araised or lowered dining area of
less than 3,000 square feet is not required provided that the raised or lowered dining area
contains less than 25 percent of the total dining areaand the same services are available on the
accessible levd.

3. Accessible spaces for wheelchairs shall be provided in each assembly areain accordance

with the following table.

4. In buildings or portions of buildings of Use Group A-1, Use Group A-3, or Use Group
A-5, where fixed seats are provided on more than one viewing leve, ble spaces for
whedchairs shall be provided on more than one viewing levd.

i. The accessible seting shal be integrated with inaccessible sedts.
ii. Where five or more accessible seets are required, the accessible seating shal be
integrated and dispersed throughout al classes of seats.

5. In buildings or portions of buildings of Use Group A-1 or Use Group A-5, induding
stadiums, sports arenas, or other facilities where fixed seating is provided and spectators are
likely to stand in place, aline of 9ght shdl be provided over standing spectators.

6. Pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.8(b)1, when necessary to provide aline of sght, a platform lift
may be part of an accessible route.

7. Four percent of the seats, but not fewer than two seets, in stadiums, in theaters,
auditoriums, or lecture hdls that have fixed seeting and audio-amplification sysems or that have
an occupant load of 50 or more persons shal have permanently indaled assdtive ligening
sysem.

8. Assembly areas that are not equipped with audio-amplification devices or that have an
occupant load of fewer than 50 persons shdl have ether a permanently intalled assstive
listening system or an adequate number of electrica outlets or other supplementary wiring to
support a portable assgtive ligening system, which shdl be available to patrons.

i Where this dternative is selected, sgnage shall be provided to notify patrons of the
avalability of aligening system.
(b) Occupancies of Group | shall be ble asfollows:
1. All public or common use fadilities, including employee areas, shdl be accessible.
2. Accessible bedrooms shdl be distributed among al types of patient care areas and al
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types and classes of bedrooms.

3. In resdentid hedth care facilities of Group I-1 that are licensed by the Department of
Hedlth and Senior Services, and in buildings or portions thereof of Group I-1 used as boarding
homes, four percent or fraction thereof (rounded to the next higher whole number) of the resident
bedrooms, including toilet or bathing facilities that serve these bedrooms, shall be accessible.

4. In buildings or portions thereof of Use Group I-2, including hospitas licensed by the
Department of Health and Senior Services, 10 percent or fraction thereof (rounded to the next
higher whole number), of the patient bedrooms, including toilet and bathing facilities that serve a
patient bedroom, shall be accessible.

i. In nursing homes or portions thereof of Use Group I-2 licensed by the Department of
Hedlth and Senior Services, 50 percent or fraction thereof (rounded to the next higher whole
number) of patient bedrooms, including toilet and bathing facilities that serve a patient bedroom,
shall be accessible.

5. In hospita or rehabilitation facilities or portions thereof of Use Group -2 licensed by the
Department of Hedth and Senior Servicesthat specidize in tregting conditions that affect
mobility, 100 percent of the patient bedrooms, including toilet and bathing facilities that serve a
patient bedroom shall be accessible.

6. Assgted living fadilities thet are licensed by the Department of Hedlth and Senior Services
are Group I-2 for the purposes of building subcode, fire protection subcode compliance, and
compliance with the other subcodes of the Uniform Congtruction Code, shall be Group R-2 for
the purposes of accesshility, where those dwelling units or rooms are available for occupancy
only for 30 or more consecutive days.

i. When dweling units or rooms are available for occupancy for less than 30 consecutive
days, 50 percent of those dwelling units or rooms shall be fully accessble and shdl include one
fully accessible bathroom and, where akitchen is provided, afully accessible kitchen.

ii. In dwelling unitsin an assisted living facility that are designated Group R-2 for the
purposes of bility, the following may be adaptable:

(2) Thethreshold for an accessible transfer shower may be adaptable as long as the
shower threshold can be adapted with minimal expense and effort to be accessible; and

(2) A trandfer-type shower of 36 inches by 48 inches that includes an ble seat
may be provided in individua dwelling units. The threshold of this shower shal not exceed four
inches,

7. In occupancies of Use Group I-2, there shall be at least one accessible passenger loading
zone.

8. Buildings or portions thereof of Use Group I-3 shall have at least one accessible inmate
confinement area or room per inditution and at least one accessible inmate toilet and bathing
facility per inditution. All public or common areas and al employee areas shdl be accessible.

(©) In occupancies of Group R-1 containing Sx or more guestrooms, accessible guestrooms, shall
be provided in accordance with Table C-1 below.

1. Each accessible guestroom shdl provide an accessible bed, asfollows. To dlow for the
use of atrandfer device, the accessible bed shall be aminimum of six and one-half inches clear
from the floor to the lowest level of the bed frame. Adjacent to the bed there shall be clear floor
gpace that meets the requirements of ICC/ANSI A117.1, Section 305. A platform bed shall not
be allowed.

2. Owner-occupied residences with one to five lodgers are Group R-3 or R-5 and are exempt.

3. Visble and audible darms and natification devices shdl be provided in the accessible
guestrooms required by Table C-1 above and shdl be provided in additiond roomsin
compliance with Table C-2 below.

4. Accessble guestrooms shdl be provided throughout dl classes and types of rooms.
i. When determining dispersal of accessble guestrooms, factors shal include room size,
room cost, amenities provided, and the number of beds provided.

1. Where more than one built-in seat or table is provided, the accessible seats and tables shdll
be dispersed throughout the area.

(f) Customer service facilities shall be accessible as follows:

1. Where dressing or fitting rooms are provided, &t least five percent, but not fewer than one,
in eech digtinct area or function on aste shdl be accessible.

2. Where service counters or windows are provided, one of the following ble options
shall be provided:

i. A portion of the counter which isaminimum of 36 inchesin length and a maximum of
36 inchesin height;

il. An auxiliary counter with a maximum height of 36 inchesin dose proximity to the
main counter; or

iii. Equivadent facilitation, such as afolding shelf attached to the main counter or space &
the sde of the counter.

(9) Where public telephones are provided, one telephone per floor or one telephone in each bank
of public telephones shdl be accessible.

All support facilities and Site access points required to be on
an accessible route of travel shal be made accessible in accordance with the applicable
provisons of this subchapter.

1. Indoor recregtiond facilities shall be on an accessible route of travel and shal comply with
al gpplicable requirements of this subchapter.

(b) Compliance with the provisions of this subchapter that relate to the bility of
recregtional equipment or recrestion Stes shdl be the responsibility of the manager of that
recregtiond facility, of the owner of that facility, whether publicly or privately held, and of the
agency responsble for the adminigration of that facility.

i. Notwithstanding the above provisions, no dteration, renovation or addition shall be
made which reduces or diminishes the degree to which any facility meets the criteria of this
subchapter.

N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.16
Recr eation: definitions

"Multi-functiond play equipment” means play equipment designed to provide multiple play
activities such as, but not limited to, swinging, jumping, diding, and dimbing.

"Park” or "recregtion ared’ means an area set asde and designated for recregtion, including either
active participation, as in sports, or passve recregtion, as in the observation of nature.
"Recregtion equipment” means equipment and prescribed surrounding safety aress, including,
but not limited to, fixed equipment, fixed manipulative play equipment (such as playground
equipment), picnic tables, benches, fire places and grills, ski lifts, and aerid tramways.
"Recregtion facility” means afacility, body of water, dock, court, field, location, or portion
thereof, intended for active or passive recreation that is required by this subchapter to be
accessble regardless of whether the facility isindoor or outdoor.

"Single function play equipment” means play equipment designed to provide asingle play
activity, such as, but not limited to, swinging, jumping, dimbing, or diding.

"Site access points' means entrances, waiting areas, drop-off zones, parking areas, and public
transportation stops serving the recregtiond area or facility, except those used solely for
maintenance purposes.

"Support facility" means afacility ancillary to a recregtion facility including, but not limited to,
toilet facilities, food services, information sarvices, firg ad sations, drinking fountains,
telephones, spectator seating and shelters. Fadilities primarily housing mechanica equipment or
those exclusvely used for storage are not included in this definition.

"Trander platform” means a platform with a minimum dimension of 18 inches by 24 inches
mounted 15 inches to 17 inches above grade as an integra part of the multi-functiond play
equipment to provide access.

"Transfer point" means aclear space 36 inches by 60 inches adjacent to atransfer platform.
"Undeveloped areas’ means areas used for activities such as camping, hunting, fishing, the
observation of nature or open space conservation and which contain no recreation equipment or
recrestion facilities.

Recreation: equipment

(8) Five percent of dl picnic tables, benches, fireplaces and grills provided, rounded to the next
higher whole number, but not less than one, shdl be on an accessible route of travel.

1. Such equipment shdl be distributed throughout the picnic areato the degree feasible as
determined by the topography of the area.
(b) Within each play areaon a Site, at least 25 percent of the single function play equipment shall
be of atype identified by its manufacturer as accessible to and usable by both disabled and non-
disabled persons.
(c) At least 25 percent of the play activities of al multi-functiond play eguipment within each
play area on agte shdl be of atype identified by its manufacturer as accessible to and usable by
both disabled and non-disabled people.

1. Access onto the multi-functiond play equipment may include, but is not limited to, the
fallowing:

i. A ramp that complies with the technica standard adopted as part of this subchapter and
that provides alanding at the top and at the bottom that has a minimum width of five feet by five
feet;

ii. Transfer point(s) adjacent to trandfer platform(s); and

iii. An accessible route which complieswith N.JA.C. 5:23-7.18, which, because of the
topography of the land, leads directly onto the equipment.

2. Accessibility features, such as ramps and transfer platforms, shal not be considered play
functions. Passve activities shal not be consdered play functions.
(d) Playground equipment required to be accessible in (b) and (c) above shdl be on an accessible
route as ddineated at N.J.A.C. 5:23-7.18.
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(e) Asexigting play equipment isreplaced in any play area, at least 50 percent of the replacement
equipment shdl be of atype identified by the manufacturer as usable by both disabled and non-
disabled persons until the percentage as specified in (b) and (c) above is met.

N.J.A.C.5:23-7.31
Recreation: equestrian facilities

(& At each equedtrian facility, at the area used for mounting, a mounting platform shal be
provided for people with disabilities.

1. To mount a pony, the top of the platform shal be 32 inches above the surface upon which
the pony stands.

2. Tomount a horse, the top of the platform shdl be 41 inches above the surface upon which
the horse stands.

3. The mounting platform shdl have aminimum dimension of five feet long and three fegt
wide.

4. Any ramp that provides access to the mounting platform shall meet the criteriafor ramps
in the technica standard adopted as part of this subchapter, except that a maximum dope of 1.9
shdl be dlowed.
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
