Turn left    onto SR-52 / Bridge St  GO 1.4 mi  
 

Keep straight   onto SR-97   GO 9.7 mi  
 

Turn right   onto and cross the Roebling Bridge Entering Pennsylvania 
 

Turn left     onto Scenic Dr    GO  0.2 mi  
 

Turn left    onto SR-590     GO 4.6 mi  
 

Keep straight   onto SR-434   GO 1.6 mi  
 

Turn left     onto   US-6    Go 13.1 mi 
 

Keep straight  onto US-209 / E Harford St     Go 8.2 mi  
 

Turn left onto   Dingmans Campground
