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Dear Reader:

In 1993, New Jersey will again be ranked as one of the safest states in the nation. We believe the
major factors attributed to this were the continuing alcohol awareness programs, the mobile D.W.I.
patrols, the sobriety checkpoints, the safety belt use law, and the 55 M.P.H. speed enforcement pro-
grams.

The statistics for 1993 indicate a death rate of 1.3 for every 100 million vehicle miles traveled. During
1993, motorists in New Jersey traveled approximately 59.7 billion miles, which was an increase of
almost 1/2 billion miles from the previous year.

This report constitutes a detailed look at the causes and results of fatal accidents throughout the state
during 1993. Hopefully, the continued efforts and cooperation of the public, federal, state, and local
agencies will help us maintain our traffic safety record in the years ahead.

It is essential that the law enforcement community be firmly committed to the 55 M.P.H. speed
enforcement programs and D.W.I. enforcement programs. We are convinced that this will save lives.

On the following pages you will find statistics of the fatal traffic accident records compiled by the
Fatal Accident Investigation Unit of the Division of State Police for 1993. The suffering these statis-
tics represent is beyond comprehension.

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QUICK FACTS

Nationwide, the fatality rate reached a historic low of 1.7 fatalities per hundred million vehicle miles
traveled.

Nationwide preliminary statistics indicate there were 40,115 people killed.
In New Jersey there were 721 fatal accidents with 789 people killed.
There was a increase of 26 fatal accidents and a increase of 25 fatalities.
Of the fatalities, 34.5% had consumed alcohol to some extent.

Of all drivers, 11.2% were legally intoxicated.

An average of 2.16 persons were killed every day.

There were 43 motorcycles involved in fatal accidents.

Pedalcyclists accounted for 18 fatal accidents.

The pedestrian death toll was 197.

There was a total of 31 hit-and-run fatal accidents involving 46 vehicles. The victims comprised 1
driver, 6 passengers, 28 pedestrians, and 1 pedalcyclist.

Of the 1,080 drivers listed, 53 New Jersey drivers and 2 out-of-state drivers were suspended. There
were 26 drivers without valid licenses.

There are 35,091 miles of open public roads in the state of New Jersey, indicating one death for every
44.5 miles.

Straight roads were involved in 55.6% of all fatal accidents.
Of all fatal accidents, 84.6% occurred during clear weather conditions.

Of the known drivers involved in fatal accidents, 70.8% were males.

Of the vehicles involved in fatal accidents, 70.1% involved passenger cars and 20.1% involved
trucks.

There were 53 tractor-trailers involved in 47 fatal accidents which resulted in 60 fatalities.

M. ALCOHOL FACTOR

There were 789 fatalities during 1993. Of this total, 598 were tested for alcohol and 191 were not
tested. Of the fatalities, 380 were drivers, 194 were passengers, 197 were pedestrians, and 18 were
pedalcyclists. Of the 598 tested, 206 were positive for alcohol in varying degrees and 392 were negative.
This indicates 34.5% of the fatalities tested were positive for alcohol and 65.5% were negative. Two
drivers, 4 passengers, 6 pedestrians and 1 pedalcyclist tested postitive for drugs.

In 134 of the 721 accidents, Driving While Intoxicated was listed as the major contributing factor. There
were 145 people killed as a result of these 134 accidents.

1. DRIVERS: There was a total of 380 drivers killed of which 301 were tested. Of those tested, 112 were
positive and 189 were negative, indicating 37.2% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. Of the 112
imbibing drivers, 91 or 81.3% had an alcohol level of .10% or higher.

Surviving: There was a total of 701 surviving drivers of which 163 were tested. Of those tested, 49 were
positive and 114 were negative, indicating 30.1% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. Of the 49 imbib-
ing drivers, 30 or 61.2% had an alcohol level of .10% or higher. Five surviving drivers tested positive
for drugs.

2. PASSENGERS: There was a total of 194 passengers killed of which 136 were tested. Of those tested, 38
were positive and 98 were negative, indicating 27.9% had consumed an alcoholic beverage.

3. PEDESTRIANS: There was a total of 197 pedestrians killed of which 147 were tested. Of those tested, 51
were positive and 96 were negative for a 34.7% alcohol factor.

4. PEDALCYCLISTS: There was a total of 18 pedalcyclists killed of which 14 were tested. Of those tested,
5 were positive and 9 were negative, indicating 35.7% had consumed an alcoholic beverage.

EVALUATION:

An analysis of deceased drivers in the above .10% BAC category revealed a significant decrease over a
five year period. During the five year period from 1989 to 1993, the number of deceased drivers above
.10% decreased 22.2%. A review of surviving drivers during the same time period also revealed a
downtrend. In the above .10% BAC category, a decrease of 59.5% was noted.

INTERSTATE HIGHWAY FATALITIES

The Interstate Highway System of New Jersey is approximately 98.6% completed. Of the 421.21 miles of
roadway which are projected for this system, 415.42 miles have been opened to the motoring public. During
1993, the death rate averaged 3.0 deaths per month and one death for every 11.5 miles of highway. A
concise analysis of victim classification, alcohol involvement, driver ages, contributing circumstances, and
manner of collision is outlined on the following page.
