WHEREAS, the public is concerned about air pollution and climate change, and supports reducing
air pollutants to make New Jersey a cleaner, safer, healthier place to live, work and play; and ‘

WHEREAS, New Jersey residents and business owners can apply clean energy technologies and
sustainable environmental practices to improve air quality and conserve and save energy, money and the
environment; and

WHEREAS, if the individuals, businesses, industry, and the local governments in New Jersey work
together, along with other states and the federal government, we can achieve cleaner air; and
