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Current Water Level Management Plan

• Annual drawdown of 26 inches to reduce/prevent 
ice damage to docks  (November-March)

• 5 ft drawdown every 5 years to allow for major 
dock repairs

• Refill begins once ice has softened (grey ice) 
around perimeter of lake (March/April)

• Target refill to full pool by June 1
• 12 CFS required outflow

Lake Level Facts

• Winter 1” rain  ~4” lake rise
• Summer 1” rain  ~2” lake rise

• Summer evaporation  ~6”/month lake decline
• 12 cfs release  3.6 inches/month lake decline
• 8 cfs release  2.4 inches/month lake decline
• Late ice greatly affects refill

• 90-day precipitation totals shift considerable from 
one day to the next.
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Plan Modification Recommendation 2

Important to Remember:
•Reduction to outflow provides minimal benefit in lake level 

– 30 days of a reduced outflow only gains 1.2” in lake level
