- ldentify children with special characteristics and determine if further

Interventions should never result from a brief screening or one-time
assessment

 The Guidelines make recommendations for screening, performance based assessments and classroom observation instruments to evaluate program quality because we know that testing young children is unreliable in capturing what children know and understand.  

 The KEA /TS GOLD is a performance based assessment that uses multiple sources of evidence gathered over time, and can also be used  for curriculum planning, professional development and reports to families. Performance based assessment is never used for the placement of children.

In kindergarten, we recommend a variety of classroom assessments for evaluating program quality.  One is the Classroom Assessment Scoring System (CLASS) and the other is the APEEC, which we will introduce today.

The Guidelines describe the types of screening at the kindergarten level that might be needed to refer children for diagnostic testing. 
Diagnostic Assessment
Describe children’s current level of functioning
Determine intervention services
