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N.J.A.C. 10:44A-2.9(d)1x, 1xi and 1xii currently state that pre-admission information shall include:


x.
The results of physical examination completed within 90 days prior to the scheduled admission date;


xi.
The results of a Mantoux Skin Test, completed within the past year, obtained within 30 days prior to admission;


xii. 
Certification from a physician stating the individual is free of communicable disease (written documentation shall be provided to the licensee within 72 hours of admission);
Upon advice from the Medical Director of the Department of Human Services it is determined that a physical examination and Mantoux Skin Test, performed within one year previous to a new admission to a community residence shall be sufficient to protect the health, safety and welfare of individuals receiving services and direct care staff.

To make it possible for individuals to be placed in community residences expeditiously, you may request a waiver for N.J.A.C. 10:44A-2.9(d)1x and 1xii. That is, you may request a waiver if you agree to meet the following conditions:

1. For each new admission you will obtain pre-admission documentation of a physical examination conducted within one year prior to admission; and,

2. For each new admission you will obtain pre-admission documentation of a Mantoux Skin Test conducted within one year prior to admission.

If you state that you will meet both of the above conditions for all new admissions, a waiver shall be provided for:

· The results of a physical examination completed within 90 days prior to the scheduled admission date, as required at N.J.A.C. 10:44A-2.9(d)1x; and,

· Certification from a physician stating the individual is free of communicable disease (written documentation shall be provided to the licensee within 72 hours of admission), as required at N.J.A.C. 10:44A-2.9(d)1xii. 
Should the waiver be granted it will be considered by the Office of Licensing to be in effect for all new admissions to your agency’s residential programs from the date that the waiver was granted until the rule at N.J.A.C. 10:44A-2.9(d)1x and 1xii is amended, provided the above conditions continue to be met.
Any medical condition or need noted by the physician on the individual’s physical examination form as requiring follow up shall be followed up, and such follow up shall be documented by the licensee pursuant to the requirements at N.J.A.C. 10:44A-5.1(e) and 5.1(e)1.
A waiver request shall comply with the waiver requirements specified at N.J.A.C. 10:44A-1:10.
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
