 WHEREAS, United States Army Corporal Michael D. Jankiewicz, 

graduated from Ramsey High School in 2006; and 

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz was assigned to the 3rd 

Battalion, 75th Ranger Regiment, Fort Benning, GA; and 

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz was an Army Ranger, a member 

of the military’s elite rapid strike force that specializes in 

covert missions; and 

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz was an ambitious and 

courageous young man who loved his country and the military; 

and  

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz tragically lost his life when 

the CV-22 Osprey he was flying crashed in Zabul, Afghanistan; 

and 

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz was a dedicated soldier as 

well as a loving son and brother, whose memory lives in the 

hearts of his family, friends, and fellow soldiers; and  

 WHEREAS, Corporal Jankiewicz’s patriotism and dedicated 

service to his country and his fellow soldiers make it 

appropriate and fitting for the State of New Jersey to remember 

him and his family, to mark his passing, and to honor his 

memory;  

 NOW, THEREFORE, I, CHRIS CHRISTIE, Governor of the State of 

New Jersey, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the 

Constitution and by the Statutes of this State, do hereby ORDER 

and DIRECT:
