At Veterans Haven South, Christmas 
came 22 days early.

Thirty volunteers from the Veterans 
of Foreign Wars – Absecon Post 9462, 
Hammonton Post 1026 and Brigantine 
Post 6964 cooked and served dinner and 
distributed gifts to residents Dec. 3.

 “This makes their Christmas a little 
brighter,” said Stuart McCullen of Post 
9462 and event chairman.

McCullen’s involvement began sever-
al years ago. During a holiday visit to Vets 
Haven, he saw a resident playing the piano 
for his visiting son.

“I saw that young kid with his father 
who was in the program and have been 
helping since.”

The State VFW has divided New Jer-
sey so that the southern Posts support Vets 
Haven South in Winslow, while the north-
ern Posts support Veterans Haven North in 
Glen Gardner.

Veteran service organizations like 
the VFW and their volunteer support for 
New Jersey’s Veterans Transitional Hous-
ing Program are a perfect example of the 

“Force Multipliers in action” that Brig. 
Gen. Michael L. Cunniff, The Adjutant 
General of New Jersey speaks of. These 
Force Multipliers augment the support that 
state provides the residents of the Veterans 
Transitional Housing Program.

New Jersey has among its homeless 
population an estimated 7,000 to 8,000 
veterans. The residents’ age at Vets Haven 
South range from 25 to 70. There are sev-
eral Iraq veterans in the program.

“Veteran service organizations can 

mentor the residents – veteran to veteran,” 
said Albert J. Bucchi, Director, Veteran 
Services, New Jersey Department of Mili-
tary and Veterans Affairs.

“These are good people,” said McCullen.
This year, the Posts raised $1,500, 

which members of Post 9462 Ladies 
Auxiliary used to buy the residents gifts. 
In addition to receiving a bag of toilet-
ries, each resident picked out a gift from 
four tables heaped with items ranging 
from shoes, clothing, gloves to shavers 
and watches.

Deciding what to buy has been a 
learning process.

 “This is my twelfth year and I’ve seen 
what is and isn’t a hit,” said Donna Wag-
ner, President, Post 9462 Ladies Auxiliary. 
“The men sometimes pick stuff they can 
give away as gifts.”

Not all residents were able to attend 
the dinner.

“Some are at their jobs, while others 
are school,” said Bucchi. 

Those who weren’t able to make it, 
still receive gifts, no one gets left out.

Eileen Foster was hired 
as a clerk typist at the Na-
tional Guard Training Cen-
ter in Sea Girt on March 3, 
1969.

“There wasn’t much 
there when I started, some 
trees, some old wooden 
buildings and that was about 
it,” Foster recalled recently. 
Her fi rst offi ce was in a small 
wooden building that’s now 
a rental cottage.

As Foster ended her 
45 year career with the De-
partment of Military and 
Veterans Affairs, all of it at 
Sea Girt, she recalls that if 
anything remained constant 
during her time there, it was 
change.

The State Police and 
Department of Corrections 
moved their initial entry 
training onto the installa-
tion, the post grew into a 
major training installation 
for National Guard Soldiers 
from across the Northeast, 
and new buildings sprang 
up across the post.

Foster’s responsibilities 
and stature in the National 
Guard grew along with the 
post. She served nine post 
commanders with each giv-
ing her greater responsibili-
ties, from human resources 
to fi nance to logistics.

Foster, who’s looking 
forward to spending time 
with her fi rst grandchild in 
retirement, counts her fi rst 
helicopter ride and a visit 
from former Vice President 
Dick Cheney among her 
most memorable days at Sea 
Girt.

But they weren’t the 
reasons she stayed.

“It was the people,” 
she said. “All the wonder-
ful people I got to work with 
over the years. It was a nice 
career.”

It was still dark outside 
the Department of Military 
Affairs Headquarters in 
Lawrenceville. There was 
no heat or power and the 
building looked like the set 
of a disaster movie. Hur-
ricane Sandy had passed 
through only a few hours 
before, shattering windows 
and blowing apart one of 
the rear doors, leaving glass 
scattered across the back 
veranda.

A solitary fi gure made 
her way across the empty 
parking lot. It was Sophie 
Guzikowski. When a pass-
erby asked Guzikowski 
how she’d made it to work 
on the largely impassable 
roads, she didn’t answer.

She just shrugged and 
smiled: “The phones are 
down, I want to get them 
fi xed.”

That’s been the veteran 
telecom manager’s work 
ethic for 43 years.

“She’s the hardest 
working person in the de-
partment,” said her super-
visor, Dave Snedeker, the 
chief of DMAVA’s infor-
mation services division. 
“She’s the fi rst one here 
every morning and the last 
one to leave. It’s been that 
way the whole time she’s 
been here.”

Guzikowski left the 
building as a DMAVA em-
ployee for a fi nal time on 
Dec. 4 and headed off to a 
well-earned retirement.

She plans to spend 
time with her children and 
grandchildren and help her 
husband with their pride 
and joy, their garden.

“I will miss every-
one here very much,” 
Guzikowski said. “The peo-
ple here are the most won-
derful people in the world.”

Winter generator safety

Did You Know?
Winter storm season is upon us. Many people use 

backup generators to heat and light their homes when 
the power goes out. Remember to never use a genera-
tor indoors or in an attached garage.

According to the Consumer Product Safety Com-
mission, after Hurricane Katrina, the misuse of the 
portable power sources killed at least fi ve people and 
injured 40 more due to carbon monoxide poisoning. 
Be sure to place the generator outside where exhaust 
fumes will not enter into enclosed spaces.
